We often get calls and emails from school-age kids, asking about earning community service hours with GREAT. Since
GREAT does not have a kennel, walking the dogs or cleaning crates isn’t an option, but there are other ways that kids
can earn hours and help the greyhounds.

It is important to note that due to insurance requirements, GREAT must have a signed waiver that we will not be held
responsible for anything that might happen during one of our events. Also, depending on the child’s age, we may require
that a parent or legal guardian must be present with the child while they are working at a GREAT event. In addition,
since many of the kids who ask us about community service hours know a GREAT member personally, it may be possi-
ble for that member to accept personal responsibility for the child while at a GREAT event (with a parent’s permission).

Here are some of the ways kids have earned community service hours with GREAT:

Work Days at Grey Haven (in Sparr, Florida): This is an out of town event, and as such, an adult (a parent or GREAT
member) must agree to accept personal responsibility for the child, including transporting that child.

Picnics and Parade of Greys: We can use all the help we can get with these events, and in fact, we've had entire Girl
Scout troops, school clubs and university sororities/fraternities come out to help us with everything from setting up/
breaking down, to manning booths, to being contest judges, etc.!

Gift-Wrapping: This event, while it doesn’t involve working directly with the greyhounds, is very important to GREAT’s
financial picture. Having school kids available to work alongside experienced volunteers is very helpful!

Craft Days: We can also put kids to work before gift-wrapping starts, making the toppers that we use during the event.

Meet & Greets: Since we have meet & greets several times a month, there is always an opportunity just around the
corner for a kid to help. Please note that kids will only be allowed to work directly with the dogs if they are strong enough
to hold the leash, hold the leash correctly, and are under the direct supervision of an experienced volunteer.

Other Projects: Food drives, garage sales, donation drives, etc. Have your child come up with an idea and present it to
us!

As you can see, even though we don’t have a facility, there are a number of ways to get kids involved with GREAT. If
you have a kid that wants to help, or work with a school, scouting group, university, etc. and want to get the kids in-
volved, please give us a call!

Trim your greyhound’s nails once a month to keep the feet comfortable and the body in proper alignment. Petco and
PETsMART will trim nails for walk-ins (for a minimal fee). Be sure to take along proof of vaccines. Most vets will give a
complimentary nail trim at the annual wellness visit.

Dingy collars? Collars and leashes, even fancy ones, can be safely washed in a lingerie bag in the clothes washer in
cool or cold water. Then drip dry.

Large collar wardrobe? Buy a clip from Lowe’s or online to put the rabies tag and ID tag and GREAT ID tag on. You
can then easily move the tags from one collar to another. '
