The New Year 2008 has begun, and it’s time to make
resolutions regarding health and fitness! Here are some
easy resolutions with regard to your hounds to put into
effect ~ much better than that diet we always are "going
to" start or the exercise regimen that will begin "tomorrow"!

When our greyhounds appear at meet-and-greets, special
events, visit friends or neighbors or just simply lounge
around the house doing what they do best, they deserve
to look and feel their very best. Some of these sugges-
tions are for aesthetic purposes, but others are for their
continued good health.

To keep collars and leashes clean, simply put them in the
clothes washer in a lingerie bag or something similar and
then line dry. If deep cleaning is needed, use a spot
cleaner first and then launder and line dry. For more deli-
cate collars and leashes that may have metallic threads,
etc., hand wash carefully and then line dry. A good rule of
thumb is to wash the collars and leashes each time the
dog is bathed. Be sure to have at least 2 sets of collars
and leashes so the dry set can be put on your greyhound
while the one most recently worn is being washed and
dried. And most importantly, please don’t forget to move
your pet’s ID to the new collar.

Our hounds are elegant creatures and deserve for their
collar and leash wardrobe to reflect that as welll :)

To bathe your hounds, use a mild dog shampoo, or if the
coat is flaky, you can use the human shampoo, Selsun
Blue. Whatever shampoo you use, please be sure to thor-
oughly rinse the suds residue, since dried shampoo can
cause itching and will also attract and retain dirt and dust
and sand. On an average, greyhounds should be bathed
every 6-8 weeks, unless your veterinarian has advised
more frequent bathing with a prescription shampoo for
skin issues.

Brushing your hound 3-5 times a week for 5 minutes will
loosen any dead hair and spread the natural oils. Brush-
ing is also a good way to bond with your pet. You don’t
have to use a brush, since your hound’s hair is quite short.
A hound glove, which looks almost like a gardening glove
with small rubber bumps on the palm and fingers, does a
good job in removing dead hair without irritating skin.

When bathing your hound please be sure to inspect his/
her ears and remove any ear debris. You may want to
use an ear cleanser made especially for cleaning dogs'
ears which can be bought at any local pet store or online.
These cleansers evaporate inside the ear and do not
leave moisture behind. Please don’t use water in your
dogs’ ears... trapped moisture can lead to yeast infec-
tions, which are terribly itchy and uncomfortable for your
dog.

If you habitually use a topical flea or tick deterrent (ONLY
Advantage, Advantix or Frontline please — other brands
may not be safe for greyhounds) you may wish to use
Hylyt Shampoo or a similar soapless shampoo which does
not wash off topicals. If the life of the topical (usually 30
days) has passed, please wait 24-48 hours after bathing to
apply a new tube.

Nails should be trimmed at least once a month, but some
dogs may need their nails trimmed more often than that.
To gauge when nails need a trim, have your dog stand on
a tile, wood or cement area and then slip a piece of paper
between the floor and their nails. If you are not able to get
the paper under the nails, the nails DO need to be
trimmed.
